LOCATION AND DESCRIPTION OF SUBJECT PARCEL:

The subject property is an existing 55.17 acre Agricultural District parcel, located directly east of 48" Street West,
3.3 kilometres south of Highway 7 and 7.0 kilometres west of the Town of Okotoks.
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INTENT OF THE DEVELOPMENT PERMIT APPLICATION:

An application for Development Permit has been submitted to allow for a relaxation of setbacks to the existing
Quonset No Eaves Metal Siding (9.80 x 18.22) on the subject parcel. The submitted Real Property Report shows
that the location of the existing Quonset No Eaves Metal Siding (9.80 x 18.22), does not comply with Foothills
County setbacks as outlined within the Agricultural District of the Land Use Bylaw.

The following will require relaxation of setback approvals:

e The existing Quonset No Eaves Metal Siding (9.80 x 18.22) is located 9.36 m. (30.71 ft.), at its closest
point, from the east, side yard property line, when it is required to be setback 15 m. (49.21 ft.) from the
east side yard property line. Therefore, the applicant is seeking a 5.64 m. (18.50 ft.) or 37.60% relaxation
of setbacks for this structure.

Section 5.6.2 of the Land Use Bylaw 60/2014 provides the Development Authority with the ability to provide a
variance of any yard setback to a maximum of 90% with respect to existing development within the Country
Residential District.

Relaxation of Setbacks are a Discretionary Use under the Country Residential Land Use District; therefore,
decisions on applications for Development Permit for this use are to the discretion of the Development Officer,
and subject to a 21-day appeal period.
